Car Crime happening now in our area

The Watch has often reminded members of the problem of vehicle crime. The most
prevalent, on the increase in our area, is theft of goods from cars. The Met have
asked us to circulate the following: Top tips for keeping your vehicle safe;

1 Don't display - Never leave anything visible when you park your car

2 Immobilisers — these prevent your car from starting and stop thieves but must
be professionally fitted

3 Parking - always lock your car & garage. Always park in a well-lit, open place
and never leave your keys in the car, even for a second

4 Secure car parks - always try and park your car in an attended car park.

5 Steering locks - use every time you leave your car — they do deter thieves

6 Car alarms - deter thieves from stealing your car and also taking items from it
7 Locking wheel nuts - are cheap, easy to fit and effective against wheel theft

8 Etching - it helps to have car registration number or your Vehicle Identification
Number (VIN) etched onto all windows, windscreens and headlamps

9 Security markings - mark all car equipment, like your stereo, with your vehicle
registration number

10 Home — keep your keys safe and don’t leave them in an obvious place
